achievement and activities, educational and career plans, 
and values, attitudes, beliefs, and self-concept. 

 
 

The HERI Freshman Survey is the partner survey to the 
College Senior Survey which the College administers to 
graduating seniors each spring. This allows us to track how 
specific students’ responses change from their freshman to 
their senior year.
